TIME TABLE:

1. At the beginning of each academic year the CCSU Social Work Program will mail out to all State Community Colleges applications, forms and a timetable for submission.

2. Acceptance into the Social Work Program will be based upon an application portfolio, personal narrative and interview and the following:

a. Overall GPA (2.5)

b. Work and/or volunteer experience in the field/service learning

c. Potential for academic achievement and professional competence

3. Date applications to Social Work Program from CCSU sophomore and transfer students will be accepted by October 1 or March 1 deadline.

4. Date for applicants’ interviews, to take place at CCSU.  This time will be used to inform students of their application status, develop future educational goals and receive individual advising. Appointment date will be given after receipt of application portfolio.

5. Acceptance into the CCSU Program will be contingent upon successful completion of all courses (must have a C or better in all prerequisites) in which the student is presently enrolled and where applicable, positive field evaluations and recommendations from Human Service or Social Service Program Coordinators.

6. Out of state transfers must follow above procedures.
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
